Emporium Hotel

Embracing Brisbane’s growing cosmopolitan
profile, hotel operator Anthony John Group
teamed with Urban Art Projects in a suite of
artworks for their boutique Emporium Hotel.
The signature piece, an extraordinary cast
bronze sculptural reception desk, dominates
the lobby. A collection of filigree screens
line the walls of the lobby inspired by the
canopy of frangipani trees, a tropical blossom
abundant in the area. UAP also designed the
entry awning, decorative doors and screens,
and a collection of more intimate works for
the guest floor lift lobbies. Artist: Matthew
Tobin, interior design: Greg Harris Design.

Slowness of Light
Suspended opague glass panels create
an extraordinary and elegant artwork for a

hotel lobby. Artist Sandra Selig evokes a
delicate tension between the hard glass and
the airy space it inhabits. With Slowness
of Light, glass acts as a receiver and
amplifier of transient surroundings. As the
viewer moves around the space, the glass
reflects numerous perspectives, dynamically
enlivening the entire lobby.

Transcendental Deutsche Bank
London-based, Australian artist Nike Sawas
was commissioned by Deutsche Bank to
create two permanent works for their Asia
Pacific head office in downtown Sydney, a
Foster & Partners designed building. Spread
across three separate floors, Transcendental
poldly explores the possibilities of art in a
work environment. The transparent glass
bubbles, delicately  suspended, create
a tension between the tangible and
the intangible. They allow the viewer to
‘franscend’ traditional space as it were, and
imagine another realm.
